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Why a hedgerow project?

A We have lost 50 percent of
hedgerows in England since the
second world war

Many surviving hedgerows are now
In poor condition (over/under
managed), so will deteriorate and
die over time

Poorly managed hedgerows are not

useful for biodiversity or for the
landowner
